Will the Regulated Activity take place in 
wetlands, floodplain, slopes >15%, a recorded 
drainage easement, or other environmentally 

sensitive areas? 

Will the Regulated Activity take place in 
wetlands, floodplain, slopes >15%, a recorded 
drainage easement, or other environmentally 

sensitive areas? 

Hire an engineer to prepare a storm water site 
plan in accordance with Quarryville Borough 

Storm Water Management Ordinance.

Borough staff has up to 90 days following the 
date of the first Borough Council meeting 
following the date of the filing to review 

application and requires reimbursement of all 
Borough solicitor or engineering fees.  

- Financial security 
- Recordation of storm water 

management site plan 

Complete Exemption Application and present to 
Zoning Officer. 

Use Small Project guidelines to determine size 
of storm water management facility.  You may 
wish to hire an engineer to assist in completing 

the application.  Present to Zoning Officer. 

Zoning Officer will review application and may 
require reimbursement of Borough Solicitor or 

engineering fees. 

Zoning Officer has up to 45 days to review 
application and may require reimbursement of 

Borough Solicitor or engineering fees. 
Ownership and Maintenance Agreement may 

be required. 

If approved, the Borough has the right to inspect the 
Regulated Activity upon completion
